BayPort Donates 500 
Backpacks and Books
BayPort donated 500 backpacks and a $1,000 
Amazon gift card to help purchase new books for 
the Boys & Girls Clubs of the Virginia Peninsula 
“Power Hour” programming. The backpacks will 
be distributed to local youth participating in 
Money Matters and Career Launch programs and 
enrolled in the organization’s Club Academy.

We will begin accepting scholarship submissions for the 2023-2024  
academic year starting January 3, 2023. BayPort’s scholarship  
program is unique because we allow scholarship funds  
to be applied to not only colleges and universities,  
but trade and vocational schools. The BayPort Foundation  
offers more than 10 different scholarship types for  
high school seniors, college students, and full-time  
working adults going back to school. 

Due to the success of our BayPort Foundation fundraising,  
we increased our annual Scholarship Program to $100,000  
in tuition assistance. In addition, we added several new  
scholarships as part of our Foundation Legacy Giving Program.  
Scholarships range from one-year to four-year grants, as well  
as general and specific scholarships for Student-Run Credit  
Union participating high schools, Newport News Shipbuilding  
Apprentice School graduates, and Virginia Peninsula  
Community College students.

Applications will be evaluated on the following criteria: qualifying  
member student, GPA, academic achievements, financial need,  
school and community involvement, and a written  
essay. The application deadline is March 31, 2023.
